@ «x"nn-Ideally, a 217 should be totally closed until the very top. |*Tn j7'vn, its only 7109 if its
split until the nTW.

@ 2"wn- "Th pwn its 7109 even if only 2N is split. n'2'nn>%, one should try to be 1'nnn even
if a 1nwn is split. According to t"v, it is 7109 only if a nov length is split. Therefore, if there is a
choice between a 2717 that is almost a0 split or a less than nov split, it's better to choose the
less than nov split 2'217.
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Q X"nn- If the top of the nni'n is broken off, the 217 is 7109.

* ] a"iwn- Brings X", that even if s 1nwn is broken, it's 7109. nivwo2, the nn'vz must be
visible to the naked eye. If it appears broken to the naked eye, but one isn’t positive it's actually
broken, one should inspect the nn'vj? with a magnifying glass. This is a very common issue.

(* a"iwn- If there are two nimi'n, and only one is Do, it's Wwo.

Qo a"wn- It's debatable what to do if the nni'n is broken and there is no other 2717 to use.
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(* ] v"1w-If the 2717 changed color from green to white it is 7109.

Qo a"awn- Brings 1"axN that even if the nni'n alone is white, it's 7109. There is a npi7nn
D'po19n regarding a case when only a inwn of the top of the nnrn is white. (2pn-"52 ,Amnn-x"a). If
it is so dry that it crumbles when touched, it is 7109. These issues are very common.

Qo If the tip is “sunburned”, it is still "w>. This is fairly common.
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Qo When dealing with a xn'IxT nixn, we use the X"tnn Nwv'w ,(x1in7%).

o n'2'nndY, one should make sure the 2717 protrudes a nov above the niawi oo, NIKdY, 8
centimeters is sufficient.

Qo Additionally, one should have one nouv of the 2217 protrude beyond the uppermost ring (out
of the two or three rings-depending on the different n'anin ) tied around the 2%17.

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Qo The n'jpoio debate the exact definition of w71wn (recorded in n'a'nn Nyax NNWO 190):
According to x"rn, the bases of the stems must overlap. According to JxawIx T'wnan, as long
as the stems alone overlap its w7iun. All agree that it is not sufficient to have the leaves alone
be w7iun.

Q Ideally, the entire oTnn N1v'w should be w7iwun. If an is wiwun it's Aw>. How do we calculate
this an™?

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Qo X"m1-nujn is only 7109 by oTn if the stem is broken. If the topmost leaves fall off, it is still
awd.

Section Three: naaya ninv>
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[+ ] v"Iw- The naw is 7109 if it has “big” ridges on the edges of the leaves. This is not common.
However, the v:j DTX **n holds that one should be "mnn to 7109 a hany that has ridges that do
not all face the same direction. If one runs his finger along the edge of the nany and the ridges
aren’t smoothly leaning in one direction, it is 7109. (If they look like “vvvvv” as opposed to “///II").
It is preferable to be "'mnn like the nTx "n. This is very common if one hand picks niaay as
opposed to buying niny with a "won.

] It is " Tinn for the N2y to have a "172%". A 21717 is the leaf that grows out of the stem of
the n2y. Most niany come with a 2171%.




Section Four: annxn ninva

9 The annx has many complicated ni>7n, and any final decisions should be left to a
competent jpoi19. We will address some of the basic issues to be on the lookout for.

1. General Concerns

Qo ad1In
One must be certain that the annx is not grafted. The no:nnn 2"iwn lists ways to identify a
“real’ annx from a grafted one. The best way to avoid this question is to only buy an annx that
has a "w>n from a recognized j7019.

Qo Anatomy

There are a number of anatomical terms to be familiar with.

1. nvin- The nuin is the entire area of the annx from where it begins to taper off, until the
Dnu'o.

2. nv'o- This is the stem area on top of the annx.

3. yittv- This is the thick stem area on the bottom of the annx.

4 niy'pwI nivMa- Ideally, an annx should have a bumpy exterior. This is a WTn in the
ANNK.

2. Color Concerns
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Q The 2"iwn recommends that the annx not be totally green. Rather, it should be at least
partially yellowish. However, it is fairly common practice not to be 197 about this, especially if
the annx is a light green color.
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o Black or white spots on the annx can 7109. Black spots are fairly common, white spots less
so. (We'll always refer to “black spots”).

Q Any sized black spot on the nuin is 7109. This must be carefully checked.

Q A black spot is only 7109 if it’s clearly black when viewed with the naked eye at arm’s
length. A magnifying glass is only used in cases where there is a 790.

Q If the black spots take up the majority of the circumference of the annx, even beneath the
nuin, it is 7109. This is especially common at the very bottom of the annx, where the
circumference is smaller.

3. The nu'o
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Q If the amnx grew without a nv'9 it is n'7*NN>% wo.




Qo If the nu'o fell off, there are various n'11, depending on the circumstance. 1. If the no'o
totally fell off, to the degree that the stem dislodged from the fruit thereby leaving a hole in the
top of the annk, it is 7109. 2. If some of the stem remains, it's Tay™1a Wwd if no other annx is
available for use. 3. If the entire stem remains, and only the roundish top fell off (the xmwiv),
although it's recommended not to use if possible, its TayT1a wd.

Q These o7 apply to all the days of nidio, but there is ample room to be %'7n about cases
28&3 after the first day.
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Qo If there is a wart-like growth on the nuin, the annx is 7109. If there is more than one growth
on the rest of the annx, it’s 7109. If there is only one growth on the rest of the annx, but it is on
an of the aNnx, its 710o.

Q According to the 2"iwn, if there is a ,'770¥'72" (a beige/brown splotch commonly found on an
annX) on the annx that can be felt if one brushes his hand across the ainnk, it has a nrrn .
This is a fairly common problem, as a 7'oy72 on the nvin or on the majority of the bottom of the
ANNK can 7109.
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Q These nnrT are fairly complicated. Any time it appears that the ainnx has a hole, has been
cut or peeled in any way; it should be brought to a an.

6. Size
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Qo The minimum weight of an annx is n¥1>.

It is preferable to use a slightly bigger annx, to avoid shrinkage problems.
